I. vv1-4 The Reason James tells persecuted believers to rejoice in the midsts of trials to their faith is because (they know that) successfully enduring the refining of their faith results in reward.

II. vv5-8 The Means of successfully enduring the refining of one's faith is to exercise faith in asking God for wisdom in the trial.

III. vv9-12 The Manner in which believers should endure trials is with the perspective that the only thing worth getting excited about is their future reward.

IV. 13-15 The Manner in which believers should endure trials is by not blaming God for the difficulty but by refusing to give in to their desires.

B2b. 14c-15d. The Reason we're responsible for our temptations is because it's following our desires that draw 


us away from life (loyally following God and being rewarded) to death 





(or The Manner in which one is tempted is by following their own desires to death.)




B2b-1. 14c-d The Manner being tempted is by being drawn away from God and enticed by our desires
