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15  To the pure all things are pure, but to those who are defiled and unbelieving nothing is pure; but even their mind and conscience are defiled.
16  They profess to know God, but in works they deny Him, being abominable, disobedient, and disqualified for every good work.

The outlining on this is simpler than it looks. Just id the MVP’s and then take it phrase at a time to determine the relatioships. It helps if you break it up one phase per line. 
 
 
V15 Why the “slogan” is it a quote or a principle? Based upon what? See RWP in OLB for other uses.
Is anyone considered “pure”? How so? 
What does defiled imply? Does the same implication apply to unbelieving? What are they not believing? (See v 16).  
Recall the end of v 14: from what truth did they turn?  
What’s the difference between mind and conscience? How do they get defiled? What kind of a guide are they? What’s the alternative? Is there a corrective?
OUTLINE  Hints: 1) think Ones who; 2) manner/means, reason, result? 3) coordinate VP structure?
 
 
V16 Do not rip this verse from it’s first century context and drag it kicking and screaming into the 21st century church culture without first understanding it in its original context. Who were the “they”? How did they get there? Why would they be there? Was meeting in the catacombs to remember the Lord and His teachings, under threat of torture and death,  a culturally acceptable or customary way for  pagans to pass a Sunday morning? Who would be the people who met? What was universally known about Jesus? What does it mean to deny Him? What are they denying about Him?
What’s the significance of the good work term? (Check out the rest of the book).
