I. UNILATERAL PROMISE 

A. Genesis 12 God promised to bless Abraham and his descendants, give the Land of  Canaanite idolaters to them, and thru them bless the world. 12:1 Now the LORD had said to Abram:”Get out of your country, from your family and from your father’s house,  to a land that I will show you. 2 I will make you a great nation; I will bless you and make your name great;  and you shall be a blessing. 3  I will bless those who bless you, and I will curse him who curses you;  and in you all the families of the earth shall be blessed.”

Gen 16:12 Now when the sun was going down, a deep sleep fell upon Abram; and behold, horror and great darkness fell upon him. 13  Then He said to Abram: Know certainly that your descendants will be strangers in a land that is not theirs, and will serve them, and they will afflict them four hundred years. 14 And also the nation whom they serve I will judge; afterward they shall come out with great possessions. 15  Now as for you, you shall go to your fathers in peace; you shall be buried at a good old age.  16  But in the fourth generation they shall return here, for the iniquity of the Amorites is not yet complete.”

17 And it came to pass, when the sun went down and it was dark, that behold, there appeared a smoking oven and a burning torch that passed between those pieces.

18  On the same day the LORD made a (unilateral) covenant with Abram, saying: To your descendants I have given this land, from the river of Egypt to the great river, the River Euphrates—19  the Kenites, the Kenezzites, the Kadmonites, 20  the Hittites, the Perizzites, the Rephaim, 21  the Amorites, the Canaanites, the Girgashites, and the Jebusites.”
B. BI-LATERAL COVENANT 

Dt 29:9 Therefore keep the words of this covenant, and DO them, that you may prosper in all that you do. 12  that you may enter into covenant with the LORD your God, and into His oath, which the LORD your God makes with you today,

14 I make this covenant and this oath, not with you alone, 15 but with him who stands here with us today before the LORD our God, as well as with him who is not here with us today
   16  (for you know that we dwelt in the land of Egypt and that we came through the nations which you passed by, 

  17  and you saw their abominations and their idols which were among them—wood and stone and silver and gold);
18  so that there may not be among you man or woman or family or tribe, whose heart turns away today from the LORD our God, to go and serve the gods of these nations, and that there may not be among you a root bearing bitterness or wormwood; 19  and so it may not happen, when he hears the words of this curse, that he blesses himself in his heart, saying, ‘I shall have peace, even tho I follow the dictates of my heart’ —as though the drunkard could be included with the sober.

20  The LORD would not spare him; for then the anger of the LORD and His jealousy would burn against that man, and every curse that is written in this book would settle on him, and the LORD would blot out his name from under heaven.
C. CONSEQUENCES FOR UNFAITHFULNESS
Dt 29:21  And the LORD would separate him from all the tribes of Israel for adversity, acc to all the curses of the covenant that are written in this Book of the Law, 22  so that the coming generation of your children who rise up after you, and the foreigner who comes from a far land, would say, when they see the plagues of that land and the sicknesses which the LORD has laid on it: 23 The whole land is brimstone, salt, and burning; it is not sown, nor does it bear, nor does any grass grow there, like the overthrow of Sodom and Gomorrah, Admah, and Zeboim, which the LORD overthrew in His anger and His wrath.’
24  All nations would say, ‘Why has the LORD done so to this land? What does the heat of this great anger mean? 25 Then people would say: ‘Cz they have forsaken the covenant of the LORD God of their fathers, which He made with them when He brought them out of the land of Egypt; 26 for they went and served other gods and worshiped them, gods that they did not know and that He had not given to them.

27  ‘Then the anger of the LORD was aroused against this land, to bring on it every curse that is written in this book. 28  And the LORD uprooted them from their land in anger, in wrath, and in great indignation, and cast them into another land, as it is this day.’
D. COMPASSION ON THE REPENTANT OBEDIENT
Rm 11:1  I say then, has God cast away His people? Certainly not! For I also am an Israelite, of the seed of Abraham, of the tribe of Benjamin. I say then, have they stumbled that they should fall? Certainly not! But thru their fall, to provoke them to jealousy, salvation has come to the Gentiles.

12  Now if their fall is riches for the world, and their failure riches for the Gentiles, how much more their fullness! 13  For I speak to you Gentiles; inasmuch as I am an apostle to the Gentiles, I magnify my ministry, 14  if by any means I may provoke to jealousy those who are my flesh and save some of them. 15  For if their being cast away is the reconciling of the world, what will their acceptance be but life from the dead?

16  For if the firstfruit is holy, the lump is also holy; and if the root is holy, so are the branches.

17  And if some of the branches were broken off, and you, being a wild olive tree, were grafted in among them, and with them became a partaker of the root and fatness of the olive tree,

18  do not boast against the branches. But if you do boast, remember that you do not support the root, but the root supports you.

Rm 11:19  You will say then, “Branches were broken off that I might be grafted in.”

20  Well said. Cz of unbelief they were broken off, and you stand by faith. 




Do not be haughty, but fear.

21  For if God did not spare the natural branches, He may not spare you either.

22  Therefore consider the goodness and severity of God: on those who fell, severity; but toward you, goodness, if you continue in His goodness. Otherwise you also will be cut off.

23  And they also, if they do not continue in unbelief, will be grafted in, 




for God is able to graft them in again.

24  For if you were cut out of the olive tree which is wild by nature, and were grafted contrary to nature into a cultivated olive tree, how much more will these, who are natural branches, be grafted into their own olive tree?

E. NEW COVENANT 
Rm 11:25  For I do not desire, brethren, that you should be ignorant of this mystery, lest you should be wise in your own opinion, that blindness in part has happened to Israel until the fullness of the Gentiles has come in.26  And so all Israel will be saved, as it is written: “The Deliverer will come out of Zion, And He will turn away ungodliness from Jacob;

27  For this is My covenant with them, When I take away their sins.” 
Jer 31:31 Behold, the days are coming, says the LORD, when I will make a NEW COVENANT with the house of Israel and with the house of Judah—32 not acc to the covenant that I made with their fathers in the day that I took them by the hand to lead them out of the land of Egypt, My covenant which they broke, tho I was a husband to them, says the LORD.
33  “But this is the covenant that I will make with the house of Israel after those days, says the LORD: I will put My LAW in their minds, and write it on their hearts; and I will be their God, and they shall be My people. 34  No more shall every man teach his neighbor, and every man his brother, saying, ‘Know the LORD,’ for they all shall know Me, f





from the least of them to the greatest of them, says the LORD. 


For I will forgive their iniquity, and their sin I will remember no more.”
Rm 11:28  Concerning the gospel they are enemies for your sake, but concerning the election they are beloved for the sake of the fathers.
29  FOR THE GIFTS AND THE CALLING OF GOD ARE IRREVOCABLE.

30  For as you were once disobedient to God, 




yet have now obtained mercy thru their disobedience,

31  even so these also have now been disobedient, 




that thru the mercy shown you they also may obtain mercy.

32  For God has committed them all to disobedience, that He might have mercy on all.

F. NOT ALL ISRAEL IS ISRAEL
Rm 9:1  I tell the truth in Christ, I am not lying, my conscience also bearing me witness in the Holy Spirit, 2  that I have great sorrow and continual grief in my heart. 3  For I could wish that I myself were accursed from Christ for my brethren, my countrymen acc to the flesh,

4  who are Israelites, to whom pertain the adoption, the glory, the covenants, the giving of the law, the service of God, and the promises:

5  of whom are the fathers and from whom, acc to the flesh, Christ came, 








Wuho is over all, the eternally blessed God. Amen.

6  But it is not that the word of God has taken no effect. 


For they are not all Israel who are of Israel, 7  nor are they all children because they are the seed of Abraham; but, “In Isaac your seed shall be called.” 8  That is, those who are the children of the flesh, these are not the children of God; but the children of the promise are counted as the seed. 9  For this is the word of promise: “At this time I will come and Sarah shall have a son.” 

13  As it is written, “Jacob I have loved, but Esau I have hated.”

25 As He says also in Hosea: “I will call them My people, who were not My people, And her beloved, who was not beloved.” 26  “And it shall come to pass in the place where it was said to them, ‘You are not My people,’ There they shall be called sons of the living God.”

27  Isaiah also cries out concerning Israel: “Though the number of the children of Israel be as the sand of the sea, The remnant will be saved.

31  but Israel, pursuing the law of righteousness, has not attained to the law of righteousness.

32  Why? Because they did not seek it by faith, but as it were, by the works of the law. For they stumbled at that stumbling Stone. 33  As it is written: “Behold, I lay in Zion a stumbling Stone and rock of offense, And whoever believes on Him will not be put to shame.”

1  Brethren, my heart’s desire and prayer to God for Israel is that they may be saved.

2  For I bear them witness that they have a zeal for God, but not acc to knowledge.
3  For they being ignorant of God’s righteousness, and seeking to establish their own righteousness, have not submitted to the righteousness of God.


    
Heb 9:22  And almost all things are by the law purged with blood; and without shedding of blood {in the specified place, ie, Temple} is no remission/forgiveness.   
{Thus, since AD 70 it is impossible to practice Biblical Judaism – as God commanded/specified}
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II. God accomplishes His purposes in rebuilding (thru prophets Zechariah1,2 Ezra, Haggai, Malachi):

the Temple/Altar  (basis of forgiveness & rlshp -Zerubbabel1 & Joshua2 High Priest), 


the People (basis of spiritual blessing/prosperity/protection -Ezra esp 7:10), and 


the Wall/City (basis of physical protection and prosperity -Nehemiah)

all waves containing sinful, carnal/unholy, disunity and unfaithful “non-servants” of God3 
1Zec 4:6 (Olive Trees-HS) So he answered and said to me: “This is the word of the LORD to 

Zerubbabel: ‘Not by might nor by power, but by My Spirit,’ Says the LORD of hosts.
2Zec 3:1 Then he showed me Joshua the high priest standing before the Angel of the LORD, and Satan standing at his right hand to oppose/accuse him. Is this not a brand plucked from the fire?”
2  And the LORD said to Satan, “The LORD rebuke you, Satan! The LORD who has chosen Jerusalem rebuke you! Is this not a brand plucked from the fire?”  3  Now Joshua was clothed with filthy garments, and was standing before the Angel.
3BONUS: Ritual vs Reality  2Ch 8:11 Now Solomon brought the daughter of Pharaoh up from the City of David to the house he had built for her, for he said, “My wife shall not dwell in the house of David king of Israel, cz the places to which the Ark of the LORD has come are holy.”

12  Then Solomon offered burnt offerings to the LORD on the altar of the LORD which he had built before the vestibule, 13  acc to the daily rate, offering acc to the commandment of Moses, for the Sabbaths, the New Moons, and the three appointed yearly feasts—the Feast of Unleavened Bread, the Feast of Weeks, and the Feast of Tabernacles.
B. God must purify His “peculiar/holy” people so He can use and bless them 
1Pt 2:9  But you are a chosen generation, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, His own special peculiar people, that you may proclaim the praises of Him who called you out of darkness into His marvelous light; 10  who once were not a people but are now the people of God, who had not obtained mercy but now have obtained mercy. 11  Beloved, I beg you as sojourners and pilgrims, abstain from fleshly lusts which war against the soul...
Zech 3:4  Then He spoke to those who stood before: “Take away the filthy garments from him.  “See, I have removed your iniquity from you, and I will clothe you with rich robes.” 

5  And I said, “Let them put a clean turban on his head.” So they put a clean turban on his head, and they put the clothes on him. And the Angel of the LORD stood by. 

6 Then the Angel of the LORD admonished/warned Joshua, saying,

7  Thus says LORD of hosts: ‘IF you will walk in My ways, and IF you will keep My command, THEN you shall also judge My house, and likewise have charge of My courts; I will give you places to walk among these who stand here.
APP: Those who fail to purify themselves and pursue God's purposes and power Phil 2:13 will inevitably fail (temporally and eternally) – tho in the short term satan might deceivingly “bless” them as they seek their “good” objectives at the expense of God's best. Satan will always oppose, deceive and discourage those seeking to do God's will God's way (cx Eve). If he can nip their good desires in the bud, no good God-glorifying nor eternal fruit is produced (Jn15). 

God's “chosen” get comfortable in their carnal culture habits, and don't desire/seek the LORD, nor His plan to bless them. So God raises up the few (prophets) to raise the consciousness of sin and its consequences (as opposed to the many who seek to temporally comfort the afflicted with a false understanding of their purpose on earth, and perversion of God's grace {seeing only His pardon, rather than His power to purify}).

C. Consequences have Causes
Nehemiah 1:2 Jews...Jerusalem 3  And they said to me, “The survivors who are left from the captivity in the province are there in great distress and reproach/blame/scorn/shame.  


The wall of Jerusalem is also broken down, and its gates are burned with fire.”
4 When I heard these words, that I sat down and wept, and mourned for many days; I was fasting and praying before the God of heaven. {Why? Cause? Every consequence has a cause. Gal 6:7-8 Rm 8:28}
Neh 1:5  I pray, LORD God of heaven, O great and awesome God, You who keep Your covenant and hesed/mercy with those who love You and keep/observe Your commandments,
6 please let Your ear be ATTENTIVE and Your eyes open, that You may hear the prayer of Your servant which I pray before You now, day and night, for the children of Israel Your servants, and confess the sins of the children of Israel which we have sinned against You.  Both my father’s house and I have sinned. 7 We have acted very corruptly against You, and have not kept the commandments, the statutes, nor the ordinances which You commanded Your servant Moses.
Neh 1:8  Remember, I pray, the Word that You commanded Your servant Moses, saying:


IF you are unfaithful, I will scatter you among the nations;

9  but IF you return to Me, and keep My commandments and DO them, tho some of you were cast out to the farthest part of the heavens, yet I will gather them from there, and bring them to the place which I have chosen as a dwelling for My name.’

10 Now these are Your servants and Your people, whom You have redeemed by Your great power, and by Your strong hand.  Cf 1948, 1967. etc.

D. God is ATTENTIVE to the prayers of the pure
2Ch 6:40 Now, my God, I pray, let Your eyes be open and let Your ears be ATTENTIVE to the prayer made in this place.
2Ch 6:14  and he said: “LORD God of Israel, there is no God in heaven or on earth like You, 
who keep Your covenant and hesed/mercy 



with Your servants who walk before You with all their hearts. 

15 You have kept what You promised Your servant David my father; 


You have both spoken with Your mouth and fulfilled it with Your hand, as it is this day. 
23...then hear from heaven, and act, and judge Your servants, bringing retribution on the wicked by bringing his way on his own head, and justifying the righteous by giving him acc to his righteousness. 24 If Your people Israel are defeated before an enemy CZ they have sinned against You, and return and confess Your name, and pray and make supplication before You in this temple 25 then hear from heaven and forgive the sin of Your people Israel, and bring them back to the land which You gave to them and their fathers. 
29 whatever prayer, whatever supplication is made by anyone, or by all Your people Israel, when each one knows his own burden and his own grief, and spreads out his hands to this temple: 
30 then hear from heaven Your dwelling place, and forgive, 


and give to everyone acc to all his ways, 



whose heart You know (for You alone know the hearts of the sons of men), 

31 that they may fear You, to walk in Your ways 



as long as they live in the land which You gave to our fathers.
2Ch 6:32 Concerning a foreigner, who is not of Your people Israel, but who comes from a far country for the sake of Your great name and Your mighty hand and Your outstretched arm, 


when they come and pray in this temple; 

33 then hear from heaven Your dwelling place, and do acc to all for which the foreigner calls to You, that all peoples of the earth may know Your name and fear You, as do Your people Israel, and that they may know that this temple which I have built is called by Your name.
34 When Your people go out to battle against their enemies, wherever You send them, 


and when they pray to You toward this city which You have chosen 







and the temple which I have built for Your name, 

35 then hear from heaven their prayer and their supplication, and maintain their cause
2Ch 6:36 When they sin against You (for there is no one who does not sin), 


and You become angry with them and deliver them to the enemy, 



and they take them captive to a land far or near
37 yet when they return to heart/come to themselves in the land where they were carried captive, and repent, and make supplication to You in the land of their captivity, saying,

2Ch 7:1 When Solomon had finished praying, fire came down from heaven and consu

med the burnt offering and the sacrifices; and the glory of the LORD filled the temple. 

2 And the priests could not enter the house of the LORD, 



cz the glory of the LORD had filled the LORD’S house.

3  When all the children of Israel saw how the fire came down, and the glory of the LORD on the temple, they bowed their faces to the ground on the pavement, and worshiped and praised the LORD, saying: “For He is good, For His hesed/mercy endures forever.”

4  Then the king and all the people offered sacrifices before the LORD. 5 King Solomon offered a sacrifice of 22k bulls and 120k sheep. So the king & all the people dedicated the house of God

6...instruments of the music of LORD, David had made to praise the LORD, saying, “For His hesed/mercy endures forever,” whenever David offered praise by their ministry.

2Ch 7:11  Thus Solomon finished the house of LORD and the king’s house; successfully accomplished all that came into his heart to make in the house of LORD and in his own house.

12 Then the LORD appeared to Solomon by night, and said: “I have heard your prayer, and have chosen this place for Myself as a house of sacrifice. 
13 When I shut up heaven and there is no rain, or command the locusts to devour the land, or send pestilence among My people, 14 if My people who are called by My name will Humble themselves, and Pray and Seek My face, and TURN FROM THEIR WICKED WAYS, 
Then I will hear from heaven, and will forgive their sin and heal their land.
15 Now My eyes will be open and My ears ATTENTIVE to prayer made in this place.

16 For now I have chosen and sanctified this house, that My name may be there forever; 



and My eyes and My heart will be there perpetually.

2Ch 7:17 As for you, IF you walk before Me as your father David walked,

  and DO acc to all that I have commanded you, and if you keep My statutes and My judgments,

18  THEN I will establish the throne of your kingdom, as I covenanted with David your father, saying, ‘You shall not fail to have a man as ruler in Israel.’

19 But IF you turn away and forsake My statutes and My commandments which I have set before you, and go and serve other gods, and worship them,

20 THEN  I will uproot them from My land which I have given them; and this house which I have sanctified for My name I will cast out of My sight, and will make it a proverb and a byword among all peoples. 21 And as for this house, which is exalted, everyone who passes by it will be astonished and say, ‘Why has the LORD done thus to this land and this house?’

22 Then they will answer, ‘CZ they forsook the LORD God of their fathers, who brought them out of the land of Egypt, and embraced other gods, and worshiped them and served them; THEREFORE He has brought all this calamity on them.’

CAIRO RADIO (May 30, 1967} – “Faced by the blockade of the Gulf of Aqaba, Israel has two choices, both of which are drenched with Israel’s blood: either it will be strangled by the Arab military and economic siege or it will be killed by the bullets of the Arab armies surrounding it from the South, from the North and from the East.”

ABBA EBAN (June 19, 1967} at the U. N. General Assembly – “Nobody in Israel between May 23 and June 5 will ever forget the air of foreboding that hovered over our country. Hemmed in by hostile armies ready to strike, affronted and beset by a flagrant act of war, bombarded day and night by predictions of our approaching extinction, forced into total mobilization, her economy and commerce beating feebly, her main supplies of fuel choked by a belligerent act, Israel faced the greatest peril to her existence since the hour of her birth ….The choice was to live or perish, to defend the national existence or forfeit it for all time.”

********

Glancing at his wristwatch, Marshal Abdel Hamik Amer is in instant agreement with Lt. General Mahmoud Sidki. “Yes,” they are right on schedule. It is exactly 8:00 a.m. on a warm and sunny Monday morning, June 5, 1967. In moments their llyushin 14 shudders slightly, circles Cairo International Airport, and heads east into the Sinai Peninsula.

The Marshal smiles. This final inspection tour of the Sinai front will I close the Arabs’ military ring on the cities and plains of Israel.

All of Egypt’s forward bases await the Marshal’s arrival. An order has gone out: “NO INCOMING PLANES ARE TO BE FIRED UPON BY ANTI-AIRCRAFT OR MISSILE SITES THIS MORNING.”

The Russian-built transport moved smoothly toward the Bir Thamada Air Base. Suddenly the radiophone receives a scrambled message – “The air base is under attack.” In seconds the runways are bombed out and a score of MlG-17’s, MiG-19’s and TU-16 planes are piled up in twisted smoldering ruins. Amer checks his watch again, it is precisely 8:45, the moment of Israel’s lightning strike by some 500 fighter-bombers.

“Impossible!” shrieks Egypt’s vice president, “So – now they’ve come,” responds Air Force Chief Sidki. Immediate contacts with 19 Sinai airfields compound their dismay. “Marshall, we can’t land anywhere,” reports a pilot. For the next 45 minutes they are held captive in the air until, furious and enraged, they land back at Cairo Airport. The air war has been lost and they have gone nowhere! (Shortly, Lt. General Sidki will face 15 years imprisonment for “malfeasance in office,” and Marshall Amer will “commit suicide.”’)

During their amazing flight, 25 Egyptian airfields and missile sites have been neutralized, 290 ultra modern planes destroyed, and all initial response paralyzed by an uncanny, incredible “don’t fire” order. Israel’s cost: 12 pilots and 15 planes.

In the Sinai’s glare-prone desert, Israeli pilots seldom missed their targets.

Many made seven or eight sorties a day into combat, yet their planes held to an unbelievable 99 percent serviceability throughout the war.

Israel’s tank forces charged on for four days across the burning sands of Sinai to the Suez Canal, withdrew, and returned, all without need of reinforcements. Foreign military experts, “Were amazed at the miracle of a small army with partly obsolete weapons trouncing a mighty army with modern, sophisticated equipment…. If they had not seen the battlefields with their own eyes, they would not have believed it.” It was as if an unseen hand – an unseen army – was helping them.

In the 1930s, most of the land was bought from landowners. Of the land that the Jews bought, 52.6% were bought from non-Palestinian landowners, 24.6% from Palestinian landowners, 13.4% from government, churches, and foreign companies, and only 9.4% from fellaheen (farmers) 

British Govt 1937 Peel Commission The shortage of land is due less to purchase by Jews than to the increase in the Arab population. The Arab claims that the Jews have obtained too large a proportion of good land cannot be maintained. Much of the land now carrying orange groves was sand dunes or swamps and uncultivated when it was bought. 

Gaza was occupied by Israel in the 1967 Six-Day War after the defeat of a coalition of Arab armies. Under Israeli occupation, existing structures of administration in Gaza would be maintained and administrative tasks would continue to be executed by Palestinian civil servants. 

Director of Development Lewis French established a register of landless Arabs in 1931.[19] Out of 3,271 applicants, only 664 were admitted and the remainder rejected.[19] Porath suggests that the number of displaced Arabs may have been considerably larger, since Frenchs definition of landless Arab excluded those who had sold their own land, those who owned land elsewhere, those who had since obtained tenancy of other land even if they were unable to cultivate it due to poverty or debt, and displaced persons who were not cultivators but had occupations such as ploughman or laborer.[19]

British casualties stood at 22 dead[148][149] and 96 wounded,[150] while French casualties were 10 dead[148] and 33 wounded. The Israeli losses were 172 dead and 817 wounded.[2] The number of Egyptians killed was never reliably established.[151] Egyptian casualties to the Israeli invasion were estimated at 1,000–3,000 dead and 4,000 wounded, while losses to the Anglo-French operation were estimated at 650 dead and 900 wounded.[5][152] 1,000 Egyptian civilians are estimated to have died.[3]
